He had worked for the U.S. Postal Service in the Rock Island and Moline Post Offices, and retired in 1998 as Postmaster at the East Moline Post Office. He was also actively involved in his church, St. Pius X in Rock Island.  

His wife Sue died in July 2008.  His daughter and two sons plus their spouses, and six grandchildren survive him. He will be greatly missed by many.
